Restoring a Project in SCADABuilder

This document will walk you through successfully restoring a project archive into SCADABuilder.

Restoring your Project

Open SCADABuilder
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Click on “Project” and select “Restore”
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Select the Archive file that you would like to restore (.zbp extension) and click “Open”
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On the next window select the directory (must be empty) you would like to restore the project file into
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The next window that you will see is the restored project in SCADABuilder. You may receive a message asking to archive before upgrading if you are updating your version of SCADABuilder. Please back up any existing projects before upgrading your version.
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
